History of St. Charles Community College

For more than two decades, St. Charles County has been one of Missouri's fastest-growing areas.
With that growth came the need for high-quality, affordable, close-to-home, and locally
governed public higher education — a need that culminated in the establishment of St. Charles
Community College.

Voters created St. Charles Community College in an April 1, 1986, election, making it
Missouri's 11th community college district. Selected as the first president was Dr. Donald D.
Shook, who had previously served as president of two other Missouri community colleges. Upon
Dr. Shook's retirement in November of 1996, Dr. John M. McGuire became the new college
president. Dr. McGuire previously had served as president of Owensboro Community College in
Kentucky.

The first St. Charles Community College classes were held in the summer of 1987 with about
400 students. By the fall 1987 semester, 1,547 students were enrolled in credit classes, and other
non-credit, continuing education programs were taking shape. Enrollment grew rapidly as the
college developed educational programs and services in answer to community needs.

Ground breaking for Phase 1 of building construction took place on June 6, 1990. The new four-
building campus was officially dedicated in a public ceremony on Jan. 26, 1992.

Highlights of the decade included the addition of a number of new vocational/technical
programs, an on-line library and campus-wide links to the Internet, and the opening in 1995 of
the Phase 2 buildings.

So that the college would have the tools and facilities to serve a rapidly growing St. Charles
County community, trustees once again looked to the future — this time with plans to build Phase
3 of the campus. In an election on April 7, 1998, voters approved the $13.75 million project,
including a College Center, a Technology Building, an addition to the Child Development
Center, athletic fields, and parking lots. The college also purchased several adjacent parcels of
property in 1998 and 1999, adding 87 acres to bring the campus size up to 222 acres.

Ground breaking for Phase 4 buildings was held in June 2005. An accelerated construction
timetable called for opening the three new buildings in time for fall 2006 classes. The buildings
included the Daniel J. Conoyer Social Sciences Building, the Visual Arts Building, and the Cafe-
Bookstore.

Celebrating 20 Years
In April 2006 the college began a year-long celebration of its 20-year anniversary of service to

the community. And, looking ahead, SCC reaffirmed its mission to keep the doors of opportunity
open for future generations of students.
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ADMISSIONS REQUIREMENTS FOR INTERNATIONAL
STUDENTS

Complete an application for admissions and submit it to the Office of Admissions and
Registration.

Submit official TOEFL scores. A minimum score of 173 is required on the computerized
version of the TOEFL, a minimum of 500 is required on the written version, and a minimum of
61 is required on the internet version. We no longer will accept TOEFL waivers. All students
must complete the TOEFL exam before consideration. Our TOEFL school code number is 6771.

Submit official transcripts of high school and college work. The transcripts must be translated
into English and include course descriptions and final grades with an explanation of the grading
system.

Applicants who have attended college in the United States should request to have official
transcripts sent to the Registrar’s Office. Transcripts must be mailed directly from the
transferring school’s record’s office. Hand carried copies are not accepted. Transfer students
must also complete the “Supplemental Information Form” included in this packet. The letter
must state that you are a currently enrolled student in good standing.

Every international student is required to submit an affidavit of financial support that certifies
he/she has adequate funds to support himself/herself throughout his/her course of study under
normal conditions. The form must be notarized and not more than one year old. A certified
current bank statement should accompany the letter of support.

Transfer students must also submit a copy of their Form 1-94 (arrival-departure record). This
form must be valid. We reserve the right to deny admissions to any student with an expired form
1-94.

Every international student should complete the enclosed "Conditions of Enroliment” statement.
This form must be received before an 1-20 will be requested from BCIS.

International students who are attending another institution and wish to enroll an SCC as a
visiting student must submit the following information by the stated deadline:
An Application for Admissions and a letter from the institution the student had been
authorized by BCIS to attend, certifying that the student is enrolled full-time.

All incoming students are required to complete the SCC Assessment process. This must be done
prior to enrollment of the first semester. For information please call (636) 922-8598. After
completing the Assessment, an advising appointment with the International Student Advisor is
required. Call the Student Development secretary (636) 922-8241 to schedule this appointment.

SCC does not provide housing or transportation. Students should make their own arrangements
for transportation from the airport upon arrival.

Tuition and fees are due in full by the payment due date per semester. During the first semester
the NELNET Payment Plan Option is not available to International Students or their sponsors.

Each semester International Students are required to provide proof of health care insurance.
SCC does not provide insurance however; we will provide names of various companies who offer
insurance.



CONDITIONS OF ENROLLMENT

1. An international student is subject to the college’s Academic Standards of Progress.

2. An international student must enroll each fall/spring semester with a minimum of twelve
(12) credit hours and may enroll in six (6) credit hours over the summer semester. An
international student must also complete his/her course of study at St. Charles
Community College within six (6) semesters (including summers). A grade point
average of 2.0 must be maintained.

3. Every international student must enroll in a degree program of study and have a stated
degree objective on file at the college.

4. Under no circumstances will the international student be allowed to work during the first
full-year of attendance.

5. International students must secure and maintain their own housing. Campus housing or
assistance with locating housing is not available.

6. St. Charles Community College does not provide transportation to or from the airport.

7. Financial assistance from St. Charles Community College is not available to international
students. All expenses incurred are the responsibility of the student and/or his/her
sponsors or legal guardian. Fees must be paid by the due date for the semester enrolled.

8. Students entering St. Charles Community College on a visa (all classifications), will be
assessed fees at the “Out of State” rate.

9. Acceptance and approval from SCC does not guarantee an 1-20 or student visa will be
issued. The final decision is made by immigration.

10. Student must provide proof of health care insurance prior to registration for each
semester.

11.Tuition and fees are due in full by the payment due date per semester. During the
first semester the Nelnet Payment Plan Option is not available to International
Students or their sponsors.
